Ensure that all those who deserve authorship Ensure that all those who deserve authorship 
are listed as authors 

Ensure that those who do not deserve 
authorship are not listed as authors



Authors Roles !



Authorship

1. Substantial contributions to conception and p
design, or acquisition of data, or analysis and 
interpretation of datainterpretation of data

2. Drafting the article or revising it critically for 
important intellectual content

3. Final approval of the version to be published3. Final approval of the version to be published

All 3 conditions should be met for assigning authorshipg g p
(Consensus Statement, International Council of Medical Journal Editors)
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How to avoid problems with authorship?

1. Follow the international guidelines.
2 Agree before starting2. Agree before starting
3. Don’t add a senior author to improve p

the chances of publication

author.

Some one who has NOT contributed substantially 
to the work is listed as a byline author



Ghost Authorship

Gh t th hi l i f th hGhost authorship: exclusion of authors who 
did contribute significantly (junior staff, 
" ti " t ib t )"supporting" contributors)
A “nobody” writer (the ghost) writes an 
article, then a “somebody” 
agrees to put his or her
name on the byline

What is Plagiarism?

According to Webster's New World DictionaryAccording to Webster s New World Dictionary, 
to plagiarize is to "take the ideas, writings, etc. 
f th d th ff ' “from another and pass them off as one's own“

Plagiarism is the act of presenting the words,
ideas images sounds or the creativeideas, images, sounds, or the creative 
expression of others as your own.

Direct Quotes

If you use someone else’s writing without puttingIf you use someone else s writing without putting 
it in quotes, you have blatantly plagiarized.
E if dd h i bibli hEven if you add the source in your bibliography, 
it is still plagiarism !



Paraphrasing

Be careful about rewriting someone else’sBe careful about rewriting someone else s 
words.  If your sentences use many of the 

d d ti l t t thsame words and grammatical structure as the 
original source, it could be construed as 
plagiarism.  Just put the text in your own 
words.



When Paraphrasing…

Be sure you are not just rearranging orBe sure you are not just rearranging or 
replacing words.
Rewrite the phrase in your own words and 
credit the original source.g
Double check what you have wrote by 
comparing it with the original writingcomparing it with the original writing.
