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o Thalidomide was introduced to the market in the late 1950s and
early 1960s by a German pharmaceutical company as a sedative

and treatment for morning sickness in pregnant women.

o Over 10,000 children were born with thalidomide-related birth
defects including severe birth defects, particularly limb

abnormalities , when taken during pregnancy.

o This study highlights the consequences of inadequate drug testing

and regulatory oversight.
